
THE JOHN FRANCIS

The FIRST (1st) release from Rerum Novarum Records, On the 
Moments We Share is a somewhat brief (in length, not depth) foray 
into the music of Jack Francis.  Having made music in the San 
Francisco area for the past decade or so, and after self-releasing 
several recordings featuring collaborations with local Franciscans, 
Mr. Francis began working on several projects at once, including 
honing his solo home recordings, working with a three-person 
“rock” group, and writing and recording a rock-opera narrative 
undead allegory collaborative effort. 

This record is of the first of these: home-brew’d songs that are 
paradoxically complex in their simplicity, and as intimate as they are 
fantastical, springing as they do from Jack Francis’ twisted 
imagination and cozy hovel. On the Moments We Share plays like a 
song cycle on friendship and solitude.  Guitar, voice and language 
feature; backed by a soundtrack of Conn organ, acoustic bass, 
marching band percussion and the occasional triangle strike.  
Stephen Guidry (The Cassettes) is proud to introduce these sounds 
as the musical birthpangs to his new Warlington, VADC-based label.
